e Please read these instructions thoroughly and retain for future reference

e Installation must be carried out in compliance with The Water Fittings Regulations
and Scottish Water Byelaws.

e The system must be flushed prior to installation

e Minimum and Maximum working pressure : 0.5 - 5 bar

e Pressures must be equal for optimum performance

e Please do not connect hot and cold water supply lines in reverse. This could result
in hot water flowing from cold line and cause scalding.

e The feed-water temperature of water shall not exceed 85° C.
Exceeding 85° may cause scalding, the service life of faucets might be shortened,
or the faucet might be damaged.

e After installation, please make sure the faucet is securely mounted and checked for
leaks.

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Tools required

e Screw driver

e Drill and Bit

e Spanner

e PTFE Seal tape
e Spirit Level

Installation

Based on the size of the body and the wall type,
either secure it to the noggins or embed it into the
wall at appropriate height and centre in
relationship to the basin it will be servicing.

The spout can only be to the left hand side of the
mixer.

Ensure that the body is installed level, plumb and
square.




Connect the hot supply to the inlet indicated by H
and cold water supply to the inlet indicated by C
using applicable sealing tape.

Finish the wall as required.

Ensure tiles are cut as close to the plastic template
covering the mixer dome as possible; Remove the
plastic cover after the tiling is completed and
uninstall the plastic template for spout by turning it
anti-clockwise.

Using the dimensions below.

Test for water leaks with the mixer in both open
and closed positions and then replace.

Fix the trim cover plates to the mixer and spout.

Apply sealing tape on the spout connector and fix
it into the hole in wall, ensuring this is fully
inserted.

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Cleaning of Aerator

To avoid the dust and impurities from construction that might influence the water flow, it
is suggested to clean the aerator on a regular basis.

Type 1: Aerator with Housing

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Troubleshooting

Issues

Checks

Poor water flow

Is there damage or dirt within the cartridge
Is there blockage with filter mesh of aerator
Is the supply isolation valve fully open

Water leak

Are all connections tightened

Has sufficient sealing tape been used

Is there damage or dirt within the O-rings of
cartridge

Is there damage or dirt on the O-rings on the
connector of spout

Is there damage or dirt on the rubber washer on
top of aerator

Water not mixing

Are the pressures equal

Handle Loose

Is the screw inside the handle fully tightened
Is the locknut on top of cartridge fully tightened

Spout Loose

Is the spout is fully tightened

Cleaning

To maintain the surface of your product, wipe with a clean damp cloth and wipe dry, do
not use any abrasive cleaning agents or materials. If any harsh chemicals come into
contact with the surface of the product, rinse and wipe clean immediately.
